| propose that that GFWC Virginia partner with Prevent Child Abuse Virginia, and its statewide network of affili-
ates, to prevent child abuse and neglect through increased efforts to support families and promote positive parenting,
thereby strengthening the communities in which we live.
Prevent Child Abuse Virginia is a statewide, private non profit organization. Through its coalition of independent
agencies and Healthy Families program, Prevent Child Abuse Virginia provides a wide range of support and information
aimed at helping families and children thrive. Forty eight Community Partner Affiliates serve more than 160 Virginia lo-

calities.

Child maltreatment affects all economic, racial, social, ethnic and religious groups. 2008 statistics from the Vir-
ginia Department of Social Services report that a child is abused or neglected every 86 minutes. A child dies from abuse
or neglect every 10 days. 38.96% of all victims in founded investigations of child abuse and neglect were children age 7
and under. 78.55% of all victims were children age 12 and under.

Partnership with Prevent Child Abuse Virginia will provide GFWC Virginia club women an opportunity to posi-
tively affect these staggering maltreatment statistics. Through a variety of direct service programs, educational opportu-
nities, awareness and advocacy activities club women throughout Virginia can develop and implement proven child
abuse and neglect programs within their own communities.
