Also, please consider sponsoring studentaad writing contests. All budding artists and authors were
students once, and someone encouraged them to work hard and to share their creations. Contact local
schools and work with the teachers of art, English, and graphic design to set up a contaaay Ywsh

to hold the student art contest in conjunction w
cafeteria, church hall, or community center. Invite the art teachers, students and their families to view the
various entries after the judgesvhaaffixed the ribbons. The winning entries with ribbons attached may

be displayed in your local library or some other public building. You may wish to invite the students to a
club meeting and have them read their blue ribbon short story or poem ainekglir winning work of

art. Recognize them at the school assembly or awards banquet; awards may vary from certificates,
ribbons, art supplies, small monetary gifts, or a donation to the school. Publish the results in the local
newspaper.Promote Marh as Student Arts Month. Give them the encouragement they need to pursue
the talent they have.

GENERAL RULES FOR MEMBER NEEDLEWORK AND CRAFTS
1. Each chairman shall use the GFW@RGINIA category lists.

2. A member may eet only one item or group of items (group not to exceed TWO items)
in each category or stidategory.

3. Crafts and Needlework must have been completed during the current club year, or since
the last club contest.

4. Items must be entered in the promategory accompanied by the registration cards.
Category and classification will not be changed at district or state level contests. Any
entry determined bjudges at district or state level to be incorrectly entered will not be
eligible for competition.

5. Club level contests may use qualified members as judges.

6. District andstate level contests must be judged by persons qualified in needlework or
crafts.

7. The following point system is to be used by ALL judges:
a. Originality - 25 points (To eceive originality points, the entry must be
accompanied by a drawing or written explanation.)
b. General Appearance20 points
c. Workmanship 35 points
d. Beauty of Design 20 points

8. First, second and third place ribbons may be awarded wHgrooe entry appears in a
given category or subategory, but not automatically. NO TIE WINNERS are allowed.
JUDGESDECISIONS ARE FINAL- NO CHANGES ALLOWED. Honorable Mention
may be awarded at the judges’ discretion.

9. A registration fee will becharged to clubs placing entries in the state arts contest as
follows: 1-5 entries$5.00; 615 entries, $10.00; 16 or more entries, $20.00. Fees will be
collected when clubs bring their items to the state convention.

10. Clubs are responsible for trangorting entries to district and state contests.

11. All items entered in thedistrict and state contests must remain on display until the
designated pickup time.

Entries must not have been published prior to competition and must be the original work
of the author.

Entries must béyped,doublespaced on one side only®fL/2 x 11" paper with
minimum margins of 1"NO HAND-WRITTEN ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED.

Entries must be written during the contest year.

Entries must have the following in the top right hand corneachpage:
Author's Name

Author's Address

Author's Telephone Number

Name of Local Club

Title of Manuscript

Entries must first be judged at the club level with a first, second and third place award
given in each category. Two copies of each club first place winner, accompanied by the
entry form, should be sent directly to District Arts ChairmerFeyruary 1 each year for
District level judging. Use an official entry form for EACH entry.

Two or more judges should be used at each contest level. Judges should be fully qualified
(e.g. Engkh teachers, writers, poets, etc.) and must not have been members of GFWC
within the past two years.

Entries from Junior and General clubs will be judged together in a single contest on the
district level as well as on thatate level.

Clubs ae encouraged to sponsor student writing contests. Students may enter one short
storyor poemfor judging at the club level.

Manuscripts may not be returned. Authors should keep a copy.

« Each submission must be an 8 x 10 inch print. Digital submissions alone will be not considered, but a high-
resolution digital copy of the submission is encouraged.

¢ All photos must be mounted on arigid 8 x 10 inch mounted board and overall thickness may not exceed 3/8
inch. NO mattes, frames, or hangers!

o Judges look at overall creativity of subject and quality of photograph.
+  Photos may be taken using film or with digital cameras and may be color or black & white.
e Photos will NOT be returned.
e Each photo must have a label affixed to its back with the following information:
s Contest name
» Photographer’s name, email address, mailing address, & phone number
« Name and State of sponsoring club
« Title and brief caption giving location, date, and other notes about the photo
+ Arrow indicating top of photo

DEADLINES FOR THE WORLD IN PICTURES CONTEST

State Level: Clubs must send entries ta their respective State Photography Contest Chairman for judging. State
entry deadlines are determined by each respective State Federation.

National Level: To be eligible for national judging, one winner from each State Federation for each category, class,
and division, along with a cover letter from the respective State Photography Contest Chairman listing the names of
the winning submissions by category, and the signed GFWC Creative Arts Waivers from each state winner, must be
postrnarked by May 15%, and sent to:
